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Expectations for this course fulfill those of the regular English IV curriculum. Students will be expected to write essays and/or complete projects in response to all novels and major works read for class. 
Grading rubrics and expectations for essays and projects will be given in class at the time of the assignments.    

Students will maintain a class spiral notebook. One section in this spiral will include writing. We will use this as we work through the writing process: drafting, peer editing, and revising. 
It is helpful if students purchase their own copies of the supplemental novels and plays whenever possible. This allows them to mark/annotate important information in the book during class discussions and independent reading, which will aid them in preparation for writing essays.

* These texts can be purchased at Barnes and Noble at the Arboretum using the voucher provided.  A small percentage of the proceeds will be given to the PHS English Department. All other supplemental texts, poems, stories, etc. can be easily found online.
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A major component of the senior English curriculum is the graduation project. Students will receive written guidelines, including important deadlines, for completing the project. This information ensures that everyone fully understands expectations for all parts of the project.  This major project comprises 20% of the second grading period grade in a 4x4 course.  This majority of this project is done outside the classroom, therefore it is vital that students prepare accordingly. 
 

This year, students may select one of two options, “Option A” or “Option B,” for the graduation project. Each option has a different rubric and set of requirements allowing students to select the project format that works best for them.

· Option A:
This option requires the student to get prior teacher approval for their SLE. SLE must be directly connected to the graduation paper thesis. SLE must demonstrate how and why community service extends and/or advances research completed in conjunction with the graduation paper. Students who meet these requirements, including SLE approval prior to the deadline, can receive a grade of up to a “100.”
 
· Option B:
This option does not necessitate prior teacher approval for the SLE. Students’ SLEs do not have to be directly connected to their graduation paper thesis; however, SLEs must reflect interest in a significant global or community issue. Students who meet these requirements can receive a grade of up to an “85.”
 
PLEASE NOTE: If a student attempts Option A but fails to receive SLE approval prior to the predetermined deadline, they will then have no choice but to complete the requirements of Option B. Option A is available only if, prior to the deadline, a student effectively demonstrates their SLE connects to their graduation paper thesis and meets all Option A requirements. Students must receive prior teacher approval for their SLE to qualify for Option A. No exceptions will be made.  Please see the Graduation Project Weebly for more information:  http://phsgraduationproject.weebly.com/.

Quarter Grades

For each quarter grade course assignments will be divided into two 
categories: formal and informal.
· Formal Assignments 70% 
Tests, projects, quizzes, seminars, and essays. 
Occasionally, formal assessments will be given extra weight
based on the degree of difficulty.
· Informal Assignments 30% 
Homework, class work, participation, discussion and other daily assignments.
Informal and/or daily assignments are sometimes graded using as check system:

a check plus indicates excellent work and earns a 90-100

a check indicates acceptable work and equals an 80-89

a check minus indicates below average work and earns a 70


poor/unacceptable work will earn a 55. 
Rubrics

· Rubrics will be used for grading essays, major projects, group work, annotations, and presentations. These will be discussed with each assignment so that students will have clear expectations.
Gradation Project

· Comprises 20% of the second grading period (Q2) grade in a 4x4 course

Final Exam

· The final exam comprises 20% of the yearly average. 

Remember, I do not give grades…students earn them. Class participation and daily work can significantly improve any low grades on formal assessments. I encourage students to actively participate in whole class discussion and to engage with his/her peers through our class activities and group/partner projects.

All homework and assignments are to be turned in on the assigned due date. If a student knows that he/she will be absent on the date a major project or essay is due (e.g. for a field trip or college visit), he/she must make arrangements to get the assigned work to the teacher on time or early. All work should be turned in at the beginning of the class on the due date.

A student who misses class assignments because of absences, whether excused or unexcused, will be allowed to make up the work; however, arrangements for completing the work should be made within five school days of the date of the student’s return to class. It is the student’s responsibility to get missed assignments and to arrange with the teacher a time to make up missed tests.

If a student was present on a given due date and fails to turn in an assignment, the work may be turned in late but will be assessed a late penalty. After five calendar days, the work will not be accepted for credit.

Late Informal Assignments

· Only accepted 5 days late
· 50% credit
If a student was not present in class on the due date due to an unexcused absence, he/she will be expected to turn in missed assignments and to take any pop quizzes on the date of his/her return –  only if the written work or reading selection had been assigned at least two days prior to the absence.
All computer work should be typed in 12 pt. Times New Roman and double-spaced. Assignments will be completed or turned in using Google Classroom and/or turnitin.com. Instructions for signing up for turnitin.com are on my website and will be reviewed the first week of class. Failure to turn in assignments in all correct formats (ex: paper copy, submitted via Google Classroom and/or turnitin.com) will result in a late penalty assessed and/or will not be accepted.

I am available for tutoring on Thursday mornings from 6:30 – 7:00 am in room 207 or by appointment. Please be sure to sign up or communicate to Ms. Petre if you plan on attending. If a student is unable to come at this time, he or she may make an appointment. (Mornings work best for tutoring because I have coaching obligations after school.)
Note: If a student is concerned about his/her grade average and/or academic performance, it is incumbent upon he/she to make an appointment to discuss this issue with me. Student’s grades are his/her own responsibility. I take my responsibility to assign fair and accurate grades seriously, and I expect students to take their grades seriously as well. I only meet with parents regarding student grades after a student has come to me first for help or assistance. Thank you.
